Last year, Endress+Hauser celebrated its 70th birthday. The highlight was an anniversary week in Switzerland: 5,500 employees attended a huge celebration in Basel and looked back on seven decades. At the first Endress+Hauser Global Forum, over 800 customers discussed how to successfully manage the sustainable transformation of the process industry. Hundreds of employees took part in internal conferences; at the Young Generation Networking Day alone, 600 young talents exchanged ideas.
